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Notes:
The hi Hat is played with the left hand for all four drum parts.  The right hand switches between snare, toms
and ride cymbal bell.  The original drummer for Journey (Steve Smith) played a large set and varied the tom 
hits quite a bit.  I've scaled down his patterns and simplified them for a standard 5 piece drum set.
